as punished, and yet not killed; as sorrowful,
yet always rejoicing; as poor, yet making
many rich; as having nothing, and yet
possessing everything. We have spoken
frankly to you Corinthians; our heartis wide
open to you. There is no restriction in our
affections, butonly in yours. In return—I
speak as to children—open wide your hearts
also.

Mark 4:35-end

On that day, when evening had come, he
said to them, ‘Let us go across to the other
side.” And leaving the crowd behind, they
took himwith them in the boat, just as he
was. Other boats were with him. A great gale
arose, and the waves beat into the boat, so
that the boat was already being

swamped. But he was in the stern, asleep on
the cushion; and they woke him up and said
to him, ‘Teacher, do you not care that we are
perishing?’ He woke up and rebuked the
wind, and said to the sea, ‘Peace! Be still’
