The days are surely coming, says the Lord, when I
will make a new covenant with the house of Israel and
the house of Judah. It will not be like the covenant that
I made with their ancestors when I took them by the
hand to bring them out of the land of Egypt—a
covenant that they broke, though I was their husband,
says the Lord. But this is the covenant that I will make
with the house of Israel after those days, says the Lord:

So also Christ did not glorify himself in becoming a
high priest, but was appointed by the one who said to
him,”You are my Son, today I have begotten you’; as
he says also in another place,"You are a priest for
ever, according to the order of Melchizedek.’

Now among those who went up to worship at the

festival were some Greeks. They came to Philip, who
was from Bethsaida in Galilee, and said to him, ‘Sir,
we wish to see Jesus.”

Jesus
answered, ‘This voice has come for your sake, not for
mine. Now is the judgement of this world; now the
ruler of this world will be driven out. And I, when I
am lifted up from the earth, will draw all people to
myself.” He said this to indicate the kind of death he
was to die.
